 Formal lessons and training begin at the age of five or six, when observation has already 

become a fantastic teacher.  There are three schools for the arts in China: the first dealing with Dance, 

the second with Chinese Opera, and the third with Acrobatics.  Here, acrobatic students spend four 

hours each day going through their paces, so that by the time they reach the age of 14 or 15, their art 

has become a part of their daily lives and is virtually second nature. 
 

 Second nature it is to the Hai Family from China, whose expertise directing and leading THE 

SHANGRI-LA CHINESE ACROBATS® for over 30 years has met with great success and standing 

ovations across North America and around the world.  In acrobatic circles, the family name Hai
